How we engage members is as 
diverse as our membership.  
We often engage members 
through common technical in-
terests, but what if we can en-
gage members with something 
that interests multiple genera-
tions?  Recently, I attended 
such a meeting. 

The Robotics & Automation Chair from my 
section (and my husband), Grayson Randall, 
set up a meeting where K-12 students ad-
dressed the attendees and explained their ro-
botics projects.  There were students from ele-
mentary school, middle school and high 
school.  These student teams explained and 
demonstrated their robots and the problems 
they were solving to a packed university lec-
ture hall. 

The students were all part of Wake Robotics 
(http://wakerobotics.org/.) According to their 
website, “Wake Robotics is a non-profit volun-
teer organization in Wake County.  We are a 
community supporting students in developing 
strong 21st century skills and STEM (science, 
technology, engineering and mathematics) 
knowledge using competitive robotics as a 
tool.” 

So what does this have to do with IEEE?  
Many of the volunteers supporting K-12 robot-
ics teams are also members of IEEE.  Many of 
our members are also involved in bringing 
STEM activities into schools.

Women In Engineering 
Fall Networking Event

The IEEE Atlanta Women in Engineering in-
vited Women in Technology, Society of 
Women Engineers, Women in Electronics, 
women engineering students, and science, 
technology, engineering and math educators 
to get together at their Fall Networking event 
on November 15, 2012. After time to meet, 
greet and eat, Dr.Janet Abbate, Associate Pro-
fessor in Science and Technology, spoke to 
the group about the history of women in com-
puting, the topic of her recent book, Recoding 
Gender: Women’s Changing Participation in 
Computing, MIT Press, October 2012.  Dr. 
Abbate explained that before there were any 
social expectations established for jobs in 
computing, women who were believed to be 
good at organization, were good in math and 
had college degrees in any area were recruited 
for computing jobs.  Even in the 1950’s, there 
were women who started their own companies 
and developed ways to work remotely from 
separate locations organizing themselves to 
provide computing solutions to customers 
without anyone knowing they all worked from 
home in order to also be able to raise their 
children.

The group had a lively discussion about their 
individual experiences as women in engineer-
ing and technology. Many of the challenges 
women face haven’t changed too much, how-
ever, the group provided advice and ideas for 
improvement. One key recommendation was 
for women to look at themselves not just as 
problem solvers and the ones who get the 
work done, but as leaders and innovators that 
develop solutions, create companies and men-
tor others.  It was valuable to have the insight 
of women from different types of technical and 
engineering fields, at different points in their 
careers, and from educators.  The Atlanta area 
has a large number of women’s organizations 
working to support girls and women in their 
pursuit of science, engineering, technology 
and math studies and careers.  The groups 
discussed working together to increase atten-

dance at each other’s events and provide vol-
unteers for outreach activities.  

IEEE Atlanta Women in Engineering thanks the 
IEEE Atlanta Section and the Atlanta PACE 
Network for their support for this event.  IEEE 
Atlanta Women in Engineering Affinity group 
meets monthly, typically the first Thursday of 
the month 6:30 – 8:30pm at Georgia Tech Re-
search Institute building on 14th street in Mid-
town Atlanta. This spring we will be working 
on 2 outreach events to talk to middle school 
aged girls about STEM careers.

IEEE Sections Congress 2014 will be held 
22–25 August 2014, in Amsterdam, Nether-
lands, at the Rai Convention Center. 

The Congress is a forum where the Section 
representatives speak as the collective voice 
of IEEE members, expressing ideas about how 
IEEE can better serve its members, both now 
and going forward. It is not too early to start 
organizing your Section recommendations for 
SC2014. When reviewing your recommenda-
tions, please try to determine how the recom-
mendation will be modified. Try to determine 
if any recommendations can be combined and 
always confirm the recommendation is clearly 
written. The issues generated at Sections Con-
gress have had a major impact on the plans 
made by the IEEE leadership for the future of 
IEEE. Recommendations generated by the 
Sections in 2011 included:  

 Develop an additional subscription package 
for the IEEE Xplore digital library.  

 Provide a limited number of free standards 
to IEEE members (Member, Senior Mem-
ber, and Fellow grade) as part of the basic 
membership fee  

 IEEE membership (including e-
Membership) should include a Society 
membership as part of the basic member-
ship fee

enough, the audience was multi-generational 
and well over 100 people attended.  There 
were grandparents who brought their children 
and grandchildren, parents who brought their 
children, FIRST mentors who brought their 
teams, as well as members who attended by 
themselves.   

So what drew participants out on a school 
night and why was this audience so different? 
Here are some thoughts: 

1. Parents and children can participate to-
gether.  With all the demands on our time, 
it may be difficult to attend an IEEE techni-
cal talk in the evening.  Holding an event 
that parents can attend with their children 
provides an opportunity for quality time 
together. 

2. Reinforcement of the importance of 
STEM education.  Many parents and 
grandparents understand the im-
portance of STEM education, but 
motivating the young students may 
be helped by listening to their 
peers. 

3. Robots are tangible.  Demonstrating 

robots appeals to multiple sensory learn-
ers. 

4. Networking time was made available.  For 
those members who attended by them-
selves, there was still time for networking 
before and after the student presentations.  
For those who attended as a family, the 
informal pizza beforehand provided time to 
discuss the significance of robots to our so-
ciety. 

5. The topic was of interest to various age 
groups.  This is important if you are plan-
ning to draw an age diverse crowd. 

If you are considering new ways to engage 
members in your sections, please consider 
how member needs change across our life-
time.  Remember, we are diverse, not just in 
our technical interests, but in many other 
ways, as well.

Now is the time to report your financial trans-
actions to IEEE HQ. 

Important Dates: 
Jan 18, last day to report 1099 transaction 

Feb 15, last day to report your officers, 
meetings, and finances for 10% bonus re-
bate 

Mar 31, last day to report your officers, 
meetings, and finances for any rebate 

COI Reporting: 
By now, I hope all units are using NetSuite to 
report finances and 1099 requirements.  If 
you need help, please contact me or Christian 
DeFelice (c.defelince@ieee.org, 
732.562.5516).  Both the 2012 and 2013 
treasurers should participate in this reporting 
process.  Each of the past chair and past 
treasurer, then the present chair and present 
treasurer should also complete the Conflict of 
Interest forms and email them to IEEE HQ. 

1099 Reporting: 
The 1099 reporting deadline of January 18th is 
just around the corner. Please complete and 
submit all 1099 eligible payments via NetSuite 
to the IEEE HQ for processing. The IEEE HQ 
goal is to issue all 1099’s to their intended re-
cipients by January 31st and anything you can 
do to help us achieve that will be greatly ap-
preciated. If you have already completed 
this requirement or do not have any eligi-
ble 1099 payments, please disregard this 
part of the note.  Again contact Christian De-
Felice with any questions or concerns related 
to the 1099 reporting process. 

Financial, Meeting, Officer Reporting: 
The 2012 Annual Reporting and Rebate cycle 
has begun. All Section Officers and Chapter/
Affinity Group Chairs have been contacted 
with a reminder that the following annual re-
ports are required to be eligible for a rebate: 

Meeting Activity 
Current Officers  
Financial Reporting 

- Geographic unit Treasurers are responsible 
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for recording the financial activity of their 
unit and any sub-units (Subsections, Chap-
ters, and/or Affinity Groups) using NetSuite 

- Original year-end bank statements and in-
vestment-account statements (not IEEE 
Concentration Banking and Investment Ac-
counts) must be provided. Please upload 
copies of those documents via the MGA 
Compliance Reporting Web page [http://
mgacompliancereporting.ieee.org/] 

Financial activity should be accurately entered 
into NetSuite as soon as possible, but no later 
than 31 March 2013. A 10% rebate bonus will 
be made to units that complete the reporting 
requirements by 15 February 2013. Additional 
information on the 2013 Rebate Schedule 
[http://www.ieee.org/societies_communities/
geo_activities/required_reporting/
rebate_schedule.html] is available. 

General Reporting Information: 
I wish to take this opportunity to thank all the 
officers who have already submitted the re-
quired 2013 roster of officers, and 2012 Sec-
tion/Chapter/Affinity Group meeting reports.  
These tasks are normally completed by the 
outgoing secretary of your unit. Your timely 
reporting is appreciated.  If you have not re-
ported, please do so in the next week.  All 
IEEE HQ communications are dependent upon 
correct and timely reporting. 

The following is a reminder of the information 
that is required for the 2013 IEEE Section/
Council Rebate. 

Sections - current Officer Confirmation Re-
port (roster of incoming 2013 officers), report 
of a minimum of 5 Section, Chapter and/or 
Affinity Group meetings in 2012, and a finan-
cial report for 2012 activity. 

Councils - current Officer Confirmation Report 
(roster of incoming 2013 officers) and if appli-
cable, a financial report for 2012 activity. 
Councils do not receive a rebate unless there 
are eligible Chapters/Affinity Groups. The 
Council Chapters/Affinity Groups (if any) sub-
mitting their required reporting are eligible for 
a $200 subsidy to be disbursed by the Council 
Treasurer. 

Subsections - current Officer Confirmation 
Report (roster of incoming 2013 officers), re-
port of a minimum of 5 meetings in 2012 and, 

if applicable, a financial report for 2012 activ-
ity*.  

Chapters - current Officer Confirmation Re-
port (roster of incoming 2013 officers), report 
of a minimum of two technical category 
meetings in 2012 and, if applicable, a financial 
report for 2012 activity*. 

Affinity Groups - current Officer Confirma-
tion Report (roster of incoming 2013 officers), 
report of a minimum of two meetings (any 
type) in 2012 and, if applicable, a financial re-
port for 2012 activity*.  

The annual financial activity for Subsections/
Chapters/Affinity Groups should be consoli-
dated with the Section’s financial report. 
Therefore, a Financial does not have to be 
filled out specifically for your unit, as long as a 
list of expenses and income is provided to the 
Section's Treasurer. 

The forms for the required reports, as well as 
instructions and information, are on the Sec-
tion/Chapter Support web site at http://
www.ieee.org/scsreports.  

Eligible Chapters/Affinity Groups meeting the 
above requirements, will receive $200.00 
which will be included in the 2013 IEEE Sec-
tion/Council Rebate, to be distributed by the 
Section/Council Treasurer. 

The deadline to submit completed reports to 
be eligible for the 2013 Section Rebate is 31 
March 2013. However, to be eligible for the 
10% bonus for timely reporting, reports must 
be received by 15 February 2013. Your coop-
eration in submitting these reports, as soon as 
available, is appreciated.

The third step is to identify targets for your 
job search. Region 3 has developed a 
Employment Assistance Web Site, 

www.ieee.org/r3jobs 

that has many information sources that are 
organized by national and local listings. Take 
the time to check out a number of these sites 
until you find the ones that interest you. Not 
every available job is listed on a job bank or 
newspaper. Many are never listed external to 
a company. To find these jobs, use your local 
IEEE Network and find someone that works at 
a particular company. Ask your contact to 
review the internal listings and let you know if 
something is available. If you can't find a 
company contact or need to develop a list of 
companies in a particular area, Region 3 has 
generated a series of company listings 
organized by Area / Council. These listings are 
in Excel format and can be downloaded from 
the Region 3 Employment Assistance web site 

to help you identify prospective companies in 
your geographic area. 

The final step is to establish contact and make 
that important first impression. The 
information sources on the Region 3 
Employment Assistance web site can help you 
make the contact but from there it's up to 
you. Remember to research the target 
companies thoroughly and know what they do 
and how they do it. It's also a good idea to 
practice with a friend before an interview. 
Remember, the more you know about a 
company before the interview, the better 
chance you will have to make a good first 
impression. 

Good luck with your efforts and let us know 
how Region 3 can help. Remember, in the 
IEEE Network, the person you help this year 
can help you in years to come.
